
Economics 4340/7340: Introduction to Game Theory
Spring 2025

Course description: This course is an introduction to the theory of games, a set of tools used
widely in economics to study situations in which decision-makers (consumers, firms, politi-
cians, governments, etc.) interact. The course introduces the basic theory, emphasizing
the concepts. A variety of applications will be discussed, mostly in economics, but also in
other disciplines.

Textbook: Avinash Dixit, Susan Skeath, and David MacAdams, Games of Strategy, 5th edition.

Course requirements and grading: There will be six homework assignments, two midterm
exams (February 25 and April 3) and a final exam on Wednesday, May 14, 12:30-2:30pm.
All homeworks and exams will be of the problem-solving type.

The course will be graded on the bases of the homeworks (15%, the lowest homework score
will be dropped), the midterm exams (25% each) and the final exam (35%). Letter grades
will be mapped in the usual way, i.e. A+ range is from 100% to 97.00%, A from < 97.00%
to 93.00%, A- from < 93.00% to 90.00%, B+ from < 90.00% to 87.00%, B from < 87.00%
to 83.00%, B- from < 83.00% to 80.00%, C+ from < 80.00% to 77.00%, C from < 77.00%
to 73.00%, C- from < 73.00% to 70.00%, D+ from < 70.00% to 67.00%, D from < 67.00%
to 63.00%, D- from < 63.00% to 60.00%, F below that.
